WOMEN


Uniform:  		Black pants, white blouse, blue vest, and rosette


Socks:			Black trouser socks, not panty hose


Shoes:			Black flats, NO sneakers





Accessories:		Barrettes, hair bands must be simple and blend with hair color


			No hair bows, ribbons, scarves, flowers, etc.  





Jewelry:			Earrings should be formal; Silver, rhinestone or pearl -- no colors;


			Moderate in size, should not dangle; one per ear -- Maximum


			No watches, bracelets or necklaces, wedding rings ok








MEN


Uniform:  		Black pants, white shirt, (don’t wear a t-shirt underneath) blue vest, and blue tie


Socks & Shoes:		Black socks; Black dress shoes, NOT patent leather, NO sneakers


Accessories:		No watches, bracelets or necklaces, wedding rings ok 








Uniform & Costume Info





All Singers will need the following costume items for the June Show.  If you need help finding an item, or have questions, please see Lorie Levine or Eva Malecki.





Casual Uniform:  Black pants, white blouse/shirt, blue vest, tie or rosette, black socks and shoes.  Please see “Uniform Standards” (below) regarding jewelry, etc.





Black turtleneck:  Consider this part of your uniform.  It must be long-sleeved, but can be a mock or regular turtleneck.  Please be sure it’s BLACK, and it’s not faded.  





Hunchback:	Ladies:  peasant collars and skirts (Singers will provide)


		Men:  peasant collars  (Singers will provide)


		All:  Bright, solid-colored scarf   





Grease:  All:  Long-sleeved, colorful shirts or letter sweaters/jackets  





Swing Dancin’:  All:  Long-sleeved, colorful shirts (with collar) -- no pastels, prints, neutrals, etc.





Ragtime


WASPs — All in white/off-white/ecru


Women:  White blouses, white pants or skirts/dresses; white socks/shoes.


Parasols, big hats (Singers provide)


Men:  white shirts, khakis, tweed or linen blazers with white vests, white socks/shoes, straw hats





Immigrants — Earth tones/brown/grey 


Women:  White Casual Uniform blouses or black turtlenecks; shawls, black socks/shoes.


Full skirts in browns or greys, (pilgrim 1/2 skirts w/ aprons -- Singers provide)


Men:  black turtlenecks or work shirts in browns, greys, black pants, black socks/shoes 





Jazzies — All in Black - Women & Men:   Black turtleneck and black pants, socks/shoes.
