Criteria for Specialty Number Auditions





Save the Date:  Auditions will be held Tuesday, March 28, 2000





1.  Number must be upbeat (no ballads).





2.  Small groups shall have no more than 4 members.





3.  Song must fit within the show style/theme.  See Show Order to get ideas about song selection.  


If you aren’t sure, check with Roger.





4.  Music should be memorized.





5. Acts will be judged on performance/presentation, but choreography is not required and will not affect scoring.

Start looking for these costume items you’ll need for the June Show.





1)  Long-sleeved, BLACK turtleneck (mock or regular).  Please make sure it’s in good shape and not faded.  If it looks gray, please invest in a new one or look into having yours dyed.  You will be wearing turtlenecks several times during the show.


2)  Ragtime:  You each have been assigned to a “Character Chorus”:  WASP, Immigrant, or Jazzie.  Veteran Singers will stay in the chorus assigned last year.  New Singers should look for their assignments. (See  posted list.)    We’ll provide you with a list of costume needs for “Ragtime” soon.


3)  Grease:  Pull out your favorite 50’s wear!  You don’t need to be in complete costume, but do your best to look authentic.  Men:  white t-shirts, leather jackets or letter sweaters, etc.  


Ladies:  sweater sets, bright-colored blouses, saddle shoes, etc.


4)  Singers will provide the peasant collars for men & women and skirts for ladies for “Hunchback.”  We’ll also loan you the items you’ll need for the finale.
