The final piece of business was passage of an amendment to our bylaws.  A recent review of our bylaws found that the organization had no provision for the acceptance and dismissal of members.  Since this is standard language in bylaws of organizations of our type, an amendment was presented to the membership and accepted by a majority vote (32-16).
