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Text of the amendment, as adopted by the General Membership:





Article V- Membership


Acceptance as an active voting member shall be by audition, in the sole determination of the Music Director, the requirements and procedures for which are outlined in “The Alexandria Singers Notesbook”, and upon payment of yearly membership dues.  The requirements and procedures governing Active Membership are incorporated herein by reference as if fully set forth and may be modified and amended by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.

F.  	Membership may be revoked for cause shown, as set forth in “The Alexandria Singers Notesbook” and upon thirty days notice to the member of his or her conduct, by a vote of three quarters (3/4) of the Board of Directors.  Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary, in the event that the member in question is also currently serving as a member of the Board of Directors then said member shall be excluded from voting and removal shall be by a vote of three quarters (3/4) of the disinterested Board of Directors.  The policies and procedures governing the termination of an individual membership are incorporated herein by reference as if fully set forth and may be modified and amended by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.





Language that appears in the ‘Notesbook’:





RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEMBERSHIP


 Membership in The Alexandria Signers requires a number of responsibilities as outlined in this Notesbook.  However, notwithstanding satisfaction of these requirements, behavior or actions that are inappropriate or are detrimental to the reputation or the operation of the organization may lead to an individual member’s expulsion. 


Examples of such behavior include: 


1)   A member representing him or herself as an agent for the Singers without the proper authority.


2)   A member continuously engaging in conduct which is disruptive to rehearsals or performances or is offensive to one or several members.


3)   A member continuously disregarding the policies and procedures as are currently in place for the operation of the Singers. 


4)   A member violating any provision of the Alexandria Singers’ bylaws.


5)   A member displaying behavior such that it creates an environment sufficiently hostile, harassing or threatening so as to thwart or impede any other member(s) or staff member(s) from the performance of his/her/their responsibilities to the Organization.


The Board of Directors shall notify the member in writing, specifically setting forth the conduct in question and giving thirty (30) days for the member to address said conduct.  Then, according to the Alexandria Singers’ bylaws, membership may be revoked for cause shown by a vote of three-fourths (3/4) of the Board of Directors.
