IT’S SHOW TIME!!!


Everyone must be in their uniforms, in full make-up 


and ready to go on stage by the Report Time 


or you will not be allowed to perform.  


(This includes Dress Rehearsal.)





Risers:  Standing on risers takes some getting used to.  The key is to be flexible — adjustments will be made along the way — so be prepared to be moved during show week.   





Window:  It is important that you see the director and you are seen when you are performing.  


Therefore, be very conscious of your “window” — the space between the two people in front of you.  When you are performing, check periodically to be sure you’re the same distance from those on either side of you.  


In addition, you should still be aware (when doing choreography) how wide or high your arms can go so that you’re not blocking others or threatening to propel them off the riser.  





Appearance:  Singers are expected to adhere to the uniform standards.   


Also, remember personal hygiene is very important.  Be sure to wash your uniform and other costume items after every show.  Shower, use deodorant, avoid spicy foods, brush your teeth and use mouthwash.  Do NOT wear perfume, after shave, cologne, etc., and avoid using scented hair sprays and other products before going on stage.  These perfumed products can be a source of irritation to those around you.  In addition, everyone (men & women) must wear stage make-up.  The lights are bright and wash out our faces if we don’t wear it.  Be sure to ask for assistance if you don’t know how to apply it.





Attitude:  SMILE!!!!  HAVE FUN!!!   


Having the right attitude on stage is as important as knowing your music and your moves.  


The audience will enjoy the show more if they see you are enjoying the show.  So, put on your “Show Face.”  This means during rehearsals too.  If you practice with a smile, it’ll just happen naturally.  But, avoid primping, scratching, adjusting your glasses, etc., on stage because that will make you stick out from the rest of the chorus and draw unwanted attention to you from audience members.

WOMEN


Uniform:  	Black pants, white blouse, blue vest, and rosette


Socks:		Black trouser socks, not panty hose


Shoes:		Black flats, NO sneakers





Accessories:   	Barrettes, hair bands must be simple & blend with hair color.  No hair bows, ribbons, scarves, flowers, etc.  





Jewelry:   	Earrings should be formal; Silver, rhinestone or pearl -- Moderate in size, should not dangle; one per ear.  No watches, bracelets or necklaces.  Wedding rings ok





MEN


Uniform:  	Black pants, white shirt, (don’t wear a t-shirt underneath) blue vest, and blue tie





Socks & Shoes:	Black socks;  Black dress shoes, NOT patent leather.  NO sneakers





Accessories:	No watches, bracelets or necklaces.  Wedding rings ok

Chorus Costume:  Black turtlenecks/pants














Curtain closes.  Singers exit stage; change into white shirts/blouses; turn in collars, blousen sleeves; add peasant collars and skirts.  Put tie/rosette in pants pocket.  Place scarves in waistband behind backs.














Curtain closes.  Remove peasant collar/skirts & place in baskets.  Take blue vests from hangers, add ties/rosettes.














Curtain closes.  Put vests back on hangers.  


Put on colorful shirts/letter sweaters.











Change into costumes:  WASP, Immigrant, or Jazzie











Curtain closes.  All change into black turtlenecks/pants














Curtain closes.  Add gold lapels and button colorful shirts over them

















Blackout.  Remove colorful shirts to reveal gold lapels over turtleneck
